Although she has recorded and performed her own material over the years and even 
managed to fit in a world tour with Rock legend "MEATLOAF" as his featured vocalist, 
listeners have former A&M A&R man Hernando Courtright and his wife, former Epic 
A&R Doreen Reilly Courtright to thank for releasing this excellent collection on their 

Fore Reel imprint. It is not hyperbole to say that this is quite simply an amazing record 
from start to finish. 

Deena controls the lyrics with her powerful and pretty voice, and her production work 
with Steve Jankowski is very impressive and finessed. Deena draws from many 

different pop elements, and has the voice, the charm, the expression, and the 
heritage. She tells her ancestors to "come through my voice," and this Miller 

production is, indeed, a great vehicle for them to do that with.
